This course has been designed to meet the needs of performers
specialising in Indian Music, who are looking forward to successful
careers in today's vibrant and rapidly changing international music
scene. Both Hindustani (North Indian) and Karnatic (South Indian)
music are offered. This means that a student, whilst following their
chosen instrumental and stylistic specialism, will be working in an
environment where they will be made aware of the underlying common
ethos of Indian music. Students acquire advanced musical skills in
relevant instrumental/vocal techniques, supported by historical and
theoretical study. These skills and knowledge equip them to excel

in a range of professional activities in which performance, teaching,
composition, business skills and leadership may all play a part.

All students receive individual and group seminar principal study tuition,
offered in the full range of Hindustani and Karnatic instrumental and vocal

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The PGCE ‘Musicians in Education’ is a one year programme offered

by the University of Greenwich. Students are able to take optional
Principal Study tuition at Trinity College of Music and the College also
contributes to the delivery of elements of the course. The course includes
university-based (60 days) and school-based elements (120 days).

These elements enable student teachers to develop the knowledge,
understanding and skills required to teach in secondary schools.

PRACTICAL TEACHING EXPERIENCE

Practical teaching experience is gained in two main schools, where
student teachers are allocated a mentor who is a subject specialist
teacher and will offer feedback and guidance. The partnerships between
Trinity and the University provides PGCE students with additional
opportunities to gain teaching experience outside of the school setting
e.g. teaching for LEA Music Services and leading outreach projects.

ACADEMIC STUDIES

University sessions are mainly run early in the programme but are
interspersed throughout the year. Students are formally assessed against
the national statutory requirements for Qualified Teacher Status.

Students will also have the opportunity to gain Master’s level credits
through the completion of assignments.

POSTGRADUATE ADVANCED DIPLOMA

PGA

The PGA is a flexible performance/composition-based diploma with the
delivery of Principal Study tuition at its centre. The course is intended
for senior students wishing to focus exclusively on their performance
activities during a final period of study before entering the profession.

PRINCIPAL STUDY

All students receive individual principal study tuition, offered in the

full range of instruments/disciplines. Where appropriate, students

may receive tuition in related or supporting instruments such as jazz,
doubling instruments or early music. In addition to individual principal
study tuition, students participate in faculty-specific classes which are
designed to give further support to students’ progress as performers/
composers. This breadth of tuition enables students to meet the needs
of the contemporary profession as versatile and rounded musicians.

PERFORMANCE PROJECTS

The course offers a wide variety of performance projects

focusing on skills applicable to both traditional and less traditional
ensembles, community and outreach work. Students select from
a constantly evolving range of projects offered by the College
and, in negotiation with the course team, agree an individualised
programme of study each year. In addition, PGA students will be
expected to initiate a range of their own independent performance
projects. This breadth of experience enables students to develop
versatility - an essential attribute for active professional musicians
today. The Performance Projects module represents a significant
percentage of the assessed credits allocated each year.

PROFESSIONAL PORTFOLIO

The Professional Portfolio normally includes a vocationally-driven class

to assist students in producing high-spec websites, CVs, demo-recordings
and other professional quality promotional material. There will also be the
opportunity to be paired with a professional ‘buddy’, and students will be
given a personal allocation of accompaniment support where appropriate.

CRITICAL SKILLS

In their first year of study, all postgraduate students undertake
the Critical Skills module to facilitate the development of a range
of study, research and communication techniques that will enable
them to undertake all other modules within the course.

ELECTIVE MODULES

Students choose elective Complementary Studies modules to support
their Principal Study. These enable students to focus on key issues
that are of particular interest to them as individuals, such as Applied
Psychology of Performance or Arrangement & Musical Techniques.

The Performing Practice module encourages students to explore key
issues relating to the underpinning theories and practices, and notation,

social context and reception of the music of their chosen historical period.

Alternatively, students may opt to undertake the Instrumental/Vocal
Teaching module, which, on successful completion, may lead to the
additional award of an LTCL (Licentiate of Trinity College London)
Diploma in addition to their performance/composition Master's
degree. The module in Public Presentation and Performance,
meanwhile, enables students to explore music-based questions in
which performance and the spoken word are fully integrated.

Finally, Trinity's award-winning Mentor Scheme allows selected
students to work in collaboration with some of London’s leading
ensembles including the BBC Concert Orchestra, Royal Philharmonic
Orchestra, The English Concert, the Royal Artillery Band, the

Royal Opera House Chorus, and The Sixteen, while other students
will be mentored by individual established professionals.

PERSONAL PROJECT

The exact nature of the Personal Project is negotiated on an individual
basis but may include elements of critical writing, analytical study, spoken
presentation, video/DVD demonstration, web-based creative technology,
editorial work and/or a CD recording of a performance/improvisation.

For the award of MMus, completion of the Principal Study module and all
Complementary Studies modules including an extended Personal Project
is required.

CREATIVE PRACTICE

Students may wish to request the award of MMus (Creative
Practice), available in cases where the balance of elective
modules undertaken and/or the assessment methods selected
suggest that the student’s portfolio is equally balanced
between performance and composition-based activities.

Trinity College of Music offers a range of programmes tailored

to the personal interests and needs of individual musicians. The
programmes are available at all levels from pre-undergraduate

to postgraduate and are designed to support the development of
students at various stages of their educational and professional
development. Students can choose to study for one semester

or two semesters (one academic year) up to a maximum of four
semesters (two academic years). Students may start their studies
in semester two of the academic year by special arrangement.

Many of the modules available carry transferable Higher Education
level credits. Although completion of any of the programmes does
not lead to the award of a specific qualification, all students receive
a detailed transcript on successful completion of their studies. The
programmes can be used to prepare for external qualifications
offered by Trinity Guildhall, the International Examinations

Board, for which students are entitled to one free entry.

PROGRAMMES

JUNIOR YEAR ABROAD

The Junior Year Abroad Programme offers students the opportunity
to explore and experience the British musical scene whilst living

and studying within the thriving surroundings of an internationally
recognized institution specializing in musical education and
professional training for performers and composers. The programme
is flexible and adaptable to the individual needs of each student.

Students may choose to focus on performance taking Principal
Study lessons supplemented by a range of supporting classes
and ensemble performance projects. Students may prefer to
focus on other musical studies including performing practice,
teaching skills and creative musicianship skills. Alternatively,
students may decide to take the full programme which would
include both performance and an elective pathway.

PRINCIPAL STUDY
All students receive individual principal study tuition, offered in the
full range of instruments/disciplines. Students may use part of their

principal study tuition allocation on related instruments through Principal

Study Enhancement. This flexible use of tuition may include the study
of period instruments, jazz and Alexander Technique. Alternatively, it
can be used solely on the principal study discipline. Where appropriate,
faculties may also offer group tuition for doubling instruments and
period instrument technique. Faculty classes are designed to give
further support to the student's progress as a performer/composer.
This breadth of tuition enables students to meet the needs of the
contemporary profession as versatile and rounded musicians.

PERFORMANCE PROJECTS

Students participate in a range of Performance Projects. In addition
to solo and ensemble performing opportunities, the programme
includes education, community and outreach work, music-making
with technology and other diverse music making for a range of

audiences. Partnerships with external organisations offer opportunities
